     Pelosi, Clinton celebrate Women's History Month, even as they make history, too.  Excerpts 

from an article by Ann Gerhart, Washington Post Staff Writer 

 

There are 35 statues of very important people in Statuary Hall of the Capitol. 
Thirty-four of them are of men. Frances Willard, suffragist and orator for  
Prohibition, is the lone woman.  

House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and Secretary of State Hillary Rodham 
Clinton …are making history, and on Thursday, March 25th at a reception 
in that hall, the two took an hour to celebrate together.  

Pelosi opened her arms wide to Clinton and they hugged tightly, cheek to 
cheek, two brilliant red-lipsticked smiles. It was an exuberant display of 
girliness from two formidable women nearing the end of an 
extraordinary week for both.  
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"Whoever thought that on this day of all days, I'd be standing on this podium to celebrate Women's 
History Month and sharing the stage with two of my role models and two of the greatest female 
pioneers and role models for all of us?" said Rep. Lynn Woolsey (D-Calif.), to cheers, applause and 
whistles from a crowd of 300 women and men.  

Pelosi and Clinton are a testament to women's capacity to compose their lives alongside, rather than 
distinct from, those around them. One is the first female speaker of the House, a woman who didn't 
run for office until the youngest of her five children was a high school senior. The other is the first 
former first lady to become a U.S. senator, … and then went on to run for president, winning more 
than 17 million votes in primaries and caucuses.  

One traveled to Mexico and Moscow in the past week and helped to negotiate a deal announced 
Wednesday that could slash the number of nuclear weapons in the United States and Russia. The 
other finally brought her disputatious membership to heel and succeeded, where the first had so 
famously failed, at achieving the sweeping health-insurance reform Democrats had sought for half a 
century.  

But Pelosi made clear that she sees her leadership and Clinton's as serving everyone.  

"What makes me so proud when I see her on the international stage is that she is speaking for the 
United States of America," Pelosi said about Clinton. "And while it is a priority of her secretaryship -- 
if there is such a word -- her tenure, that women's rights are viewed as human rights and respected 
throughout the world . . . there is a recognition that when there is a U.S.-Russia treaty on nuclear 
weapons, that a woman is leading the way on that."  

The reception was pulled together as a celebration of the 30th anniversary of Women's History 
Month, before the month slipped away. In 1980, Woolsey said, there were seven women in Congress; 
now there are 90. Many of them were present Thursday, including at least one Republican, Rep. 
Virginia Foxx of North Carolina, said a spokesman for Pelosi. EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson and 
Labor Secretary Hilda L. Solis also attended, as did House Majority Leader Steny H. Hoyer and Rep. 
Charles B. Rangel (D-N.Y.).

Equality and # 5 is for improved Maternal Health 

Jane Roberts, Co-Founder of 34 Million Friends and one of last year’s honorees, opened the Awards with 
sobering statistics contained in The Economist magazine article, ―Gendercide – What happened to 100 

million baby girls?‖ (See article below) 
 

Dr. Shilpa Sayana talked about her work on improving the quality of care for HIV/AIDS patients around 
the world – sacrificing time with her husband and 2-year old so she can do this critical work. 

 
Whitney Kroenke is Co-Founder of Playing for Change and Executive Director of the Playing for Change 
Foundation.  Music is universal and many people living in poverty use music to give them a moment of joy.  

While they and their music are often dismissed as irrelevant, Playing for Change goes to the streets of 
developing countries and records their music.  Bringing joy and credibility to these street artists.  

Playing for Change also build music schools where children can learn their native music and dance.   
One story Whitney told was how Playing for Change was in a very small village and were offering flute 

lessons.  Several boys raised their hands and said they were interested.  When Whitney asked how come 
there were no girls, the Elders of the village dismissed it and said that girls are not musicians. 

Whitney then asked if she could ask the girls.  One girl stepped up and said she could play the flute and 
proceeded to do so.  In that moment, the Elders transformed their culture by acknowledging that girls could 

be musicians – opening the door to the breakdown of other gender barriers in their village. 
 

Dr. Riane Eisler, who has been writing and working for women’s rights and a better world for fifty years, 
invigorated us all with her call to action to develop partnerships and collaborations .  In her latest book, The 

Real Wealth of Nations she speaks to the whole swath of people and productivity not counted when 
economics is discussed and what we can do to help.

Petula Dvorak, a Washington D.C. journalist wrote in the Washington Post recently about the dual roles 

of career woman and parent, and how the workplace mostly does nothing to help mothers with this juggling 
act: 

The "schizophrenia" is everywhere. Maybe it's in the water.  
 

A perfect example the other day was this woman on a Northeast Washington playground. One minute, she 
crouched low, looking eye-to-eye with her daughter, all smiles and mommy giddiness, glitter and unicorns.  
 

Then her BlackBerry buzzed, and her face changed. She stood up: "Just a second. I'm working on this billion-
dollar loan to Angola. I've gotta deal with this," and she began tapping away at the PDA.  
Bizarre. She turned all serious, like a totally different person.  
 

And then it happened at a Silver Spring gymnastics class about a week later. A woman strode in, heels spiky 
enough to kill, a suit sharp enough to cut.  
 

Then she kicked off the heels, shed the blazer and jumped onto the trampoline with her daughter, laughing and 
giggling, her perfect hair a total mess, like she was in another world.  
She must be one, too.  
 

Most working moms live two lives. Total schizos.  
Whether we're waitresses, cops, lawyers or journalists, finding a way to blend and balance the parent with the 
worker is our quintessential, contemporary conundrum.  
 

We lie, we switch our moods and personalities -- even the pitch of our voices -- at least 25 times a day.  
Sometimes our split personas collide, and we walk into a board meeting with a "Go, Diego! Go!" bandage on 
our hand, or we show up for a shift with a princess sticker on our butt.  
 

We're answering e-mail on the playground, pretending we're at our desks. We're scheduling summer camps at 
our desks, pretending to be looking at spreadsheets.  
 

I'm one, too. I was diagnosed as a "schizophrenic columnist" in the Washington City Paper this week.  
"Flip a coin before launching into a column by the Washington Post's Petula Dvorak. Heads, she spins a deeply 
reported yarn about something low-to-the-ground happening around Washington. Tails, her gaze drops to her 
navel, and the writing focuses on her kids, working at home in close proximity to her kids or perhaps her 
dreams of Olympic glory for her kids," writes Erik Wemple, the outgoing editor of the paper.  
That's fine. Lots of readers also don't want to hear about homeless teens when I write about them, either. Every 
column won't appeal to everyone. I'm delighted with the range of e-mail I get on the weird stuff I write about, 
from politics to dog poop to football.  
 

The fact is, the business of raising humans is an inextricable part of our daily world, whether we're parents or 
not. And, too often, we shun writing or even talking about it because our workplace culture doesn't want to 
hear that every coin has two sides. 
  

There's even a subculture, with the mothers at work who wear the funky macaroni necklace vs. the ones who 
would never pin up a crazy crayon drawing or display a baby picture.  
 

And this isn't just the realm of mothers. A culture in which it's just not cool to talk about kids also damages 
fathers. How often do you hear a buzz around the vending machine that the dude who just took two months off 
to change diapers can't be serious about work?  
 

Or go to the doctor's office in the middle of the day -- are there a bunch of dads who clocked out to take the kid 
to an appointment? Nope, mostly moms. I doubt the dads are callous about their kids' health. It's just totally 
not cool for them to do this.  
 

Nearly all of the moms I know in our region who had the financial means to leave the workforce and stay home 
with their kids didn't do it after some revelation about the motherly art of nurturing. They didn't hang up their 
law degrees, their PhDs, MDs or their White House press passes because organic, gluten-free, baby-safe 
lightning struck them on the head and told them what their real mission in life should be.  
Many were driven out of their professions by a hostile work environment that simply didn't give them an 
honest opportunity to work differently.  
 



Sure, smash-cuts between politics and potties can give readers whiplash. But that's who I am. And for 
hundreds of thousands of working parents -- who care about Senate bills, foreign policy, politics and, yes, our 
kids -- it's the truth about who we are. It's real life.

Women’s enews reports that in Kenya, ―in this deeply religious country, which includes 24 Christian 
denominations… The criminalization of abortion in Kenya, combined with the stigma and shortage of 
legal post-abortion care, leads to the deaths of hundreds or possibly thousands of women each year 
due to complications of unsafe abortions, the New York-based Center for Reproductive Rights said in 
a report this month. 
 

"These deaths are a direct consequence of Kenya's abortion law, one of the most restrictive in the 
world," the report's authors wrote. 
 

Kenyan women portrayed by the report described how they or their relatives or friends suffered illegal 
abortions from people who accepted small fees in exchange for procedures that used knitting needles, 
pipes, pens, bleach and malaria pills. 
 

Unable or afraid to seek emergency care in public clinics, many women who undertake such illegal 
abortions die.

WOMEN AROUND THE WORLD 
 

 Gendercide: Killed, aborted or neglected, at least 100m girls have disappeared—and the number is 
rising.  This was the headline of the March 6th edition of The Economist magazine. 

There is a preference, which has been growing, for the birth of boys rather 
than girls.  While nature provides a slight preference for boys because girls 
tend to survive more than boys, this growing desire for boys over girls has 
skewed the ratios to an alarming rate. 
 
It affects rich and poor; educated and illiterate; Hindu, Muslim, Confucian 
and Christian alike. 

 
The article cites three factors that make the problem worse:  ―the ancient preference for sons; a modern desire 
for smaller families; and ultrasound scanning and other technologies that identify the sex of a fetus.‖ 
 
―The cumulative consequence for societies of such individual actions is catastrophic. China alone stands to 
have as many unmarried young men—―bare branches‖, as they are known—as the entire population of young 
men in America. In any country rootless young males spell trouble; in Asian societies, where marriage and 
children are the recognized routes into society, single men are almost like outlaws. Crime rates, bride 
trafficking, sexual violence, even female suicide rates are all rising and will rise further as the lopsided 
generations reach their maturity.‖

Congolese Women Offer Prescriptions for Ending Sexual Violence in Congo

 During the week of March 1-12, 2010, several women from the D.R. Congo came to New York to participate at 
the United Nations 54th Commission on the Status of Women. This is a high level annual international 
Women’s Forum. The Congolese women represented both government and non-government sectors as well as 
different provinces of their country. They had ample opportunity to raise their concerns to the gathering during 
assembly, speak to United Nations officials, policy-makers, members of the New York civil society and 
community, as well as key members of President Obama’s administration. 

The women came with a singular focus, to articulate how Congolese women felt the global community could 
best address the fourteen-year conflict in the D.R. Congo. Wherever the women ventured, whether it was a 
community forum in Harlem, gathering at local churches, forums at the United Nations or meetings with 
Obama administration officials, they articulated a consistent and resolute message. Listen to the Congolese for 
a change: as “we have repeatedly shared with the international community how they can optimally 
participate in bringing an end to the geo-strategic resource war in the Congo.” 

Western based Think Tanks, humanitarian institutions and policy makers often argue that they have tried 
everything to bring an end to the conflict. However, a cursory look at the policies that have been prescribed or 
implemented reveals that almost every policy option tried, has avoided core grassroots women 
recommendations. Policies implemented by the international community are marked by a reluctance to 
pressure U.S. and British allies Rwanda, led by Paul Kagame and Uganda, headed by Yoweri Museveni. Also, in 
spite of the myriad United Nations studies, there has been deadly silence around the role of western mining 
interests in the perpetuation of the conflict. 

The Congolese women shared the following prescriptions to bring an end to the conflict: 

1. Call for an Inter-Rwandan dialogue between Rwanda’s Tutsi leadership and Hutu rebels inside Congo. There 
are no military solutions to what is essentially a political crisis. 

2. Opening and expansion of democratic space inside both Rwanda and Uganda so their internal conflicts will 
cease being fought on the bodies of Congolese women. 

3. Greater participation in political life and the decision-making process on the part of Congolese women. 

4. Redirection of focus on the part of the global community from targeting the symptoms or effects of the 
conflict to addressing the root causes - primarily a foreign resource war being waged inside Congo to the 
detriment of innocent civilians. 

In the final analysis, Sexual violence is a consequence of war, therefore, in order to end the violence against 
women, the conflict must end which requires an end to impunity inside the Congo and in the international 
community’s involvement in the Congo.
