5 Nepal appoints 3-year-old as new living goddess

AP writer, Yuvraj Acharya reported recently that a 3-year-old girl was appointed a living goddess
in Nepal, a tradition that violates both international and Nepalese laws on child rights. The girls
often struggle to readjust to normal lives after they return home. Nepalese folklore holds that
men who marry a former kumari will die young, and so many girls remain unmarried and face a
life of hardship.

It is a centuries-old tradition with deep ties to Nepal's monarchy, which was abolished in May.
The new "kumari" or living goddess, was carried from her parents' home to an ancient palatial
temple in the heart of the Nepali capital, Katmandu, where she will live until she reaches
puberty and loses her divine status. She was chosen because she has perfect hair, eyes, teeth
and skin with no scars, and is not be afraid of the dark, having spent a night alone in a room
among the heads of ritually slaughtered goats and buffaloes without showing fear.

This child will stay in almost complete isolation at the temple, and will be allowed to return to
her family only at the onset of menstruation when a new goddess will be named to replace her.
During her time as a goddess, she will always wear red, pin up her hair in topknots, and have a
"third eye" painted on her forehead. Devotees touch the girls' feet with their foreheads, the
highest sign of respect among Hindus in Nepal. During religious festivals the goddesses are
wheeled around on a chariot pulled by devotees.

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WOMEN IN POLITICS

Although the attention on November 4t was on the Presidential election, there were many
others up for election and re-election at the federal and state levels.

U.S. Congress

The election brought a record number of women to Congress, with a total of 94 women elected
to the House and Senate.

On the Senate side, two women were elected to the Senate, bringing the total number of women
serving in the Senate to a record high of 17.

In the House,10 new women were elected, bringing the total number of women to a record high
of 77, including three Delegates. Of that number, 17 are Republicans and 60 are Democrats.

Our election of women in California remains stagnant this cycle. While we lost one possibly two
Democratic seats for women, the number of Republicans elected continues to remain the same.
Remarkably, while our Assembly member count decreased our seats in the Senate increased for
Democratic women and even more significant was the gain of a woman Republican in the Senate
because there has not been a Republican woman serving in the State Senate for 8 years.

Even though we have managed to keep the losses of women to a minimum, it becomes clear that
the need to continue to build our network is vital. We continue to lose women to term limits. In
2010, we will lose six legislators; two in the Senate and four in the Assembly. California List is
already beginning to start work on the 2010 election cycle.

California List is thrilled that there are now 13 (and hopefully 14 with Hannah-Beth Jackson,
still undecided) women serving in the California State Senate. This is a higher number than
ever before which is a remarkable accomplishment.
