Parenthood, supported the effort that got a Women’s Commission as part of the city government
in Glendale, and knows the need for law enforcement to be aware and trained in handling
domestic violence calls.

& Our hats off to Denise Tyrrell, the Metrolink spokeswoman who spoke up taking
responsibility for the awful crash in Chatsworth last month. Ms. Tyrrell resigned in disgust
when everyone around her was instead pointing fingers and disclaiming responsibility.

&  Although women in Iran have been able to retain certain rights since the Iranian
Revolution, such as the right to vote and to hold public office, they have been relegated to
second-class status - a woman’s testimony in court is only worth half that of a man’s, a woman
inherits half of the share that her brothers inherit, a woman needs the permission of her
husband to work outside the home or to leave the country, and despite high levels of education,
women in Iran are rarely promoted to high positions and only make up 14 percent of
government employees.

Women in Iran have been at the forefront of the human rights movement in that country,
advocating on a broad spectrum of issues, such as reforms in the legal system, revising
provisions that hamper women’s rights, for an end to execution by stoning, better pay and
working conditions for teachers, and many other issues. Although their advocacy has consisted
of peaceful activities, such as participating in non violent demonstrations and circulating
petitions, they have been met with harsh repression from the Iranian government: they have
suffered arrest, detention, torture and ill treatment, the imposition of prison sentences and
fines, and threats of execution.

The One Million Signature Campaign, Click Here, begun by Nobel Peace Prize winner
Shirin Ebadi in 2006, is an effort to collect one million signatures from Iranian women in
protest of their lack of legal rights.

Linda Maxwell of We Care for Youth and Catherine Christiansen who both sent me the
following. It is a good reminder about what our foremothers went through in order to get the
privilege of voting — for them, for us.

Remember, it was not until 1920 that women were granted the right to go to the polls and vote.

The women were innocent and defenseless, but they were jailed for picketing the White House.

(Dora_Lewis)

They hurled Dora Lewis into a dark cell, smashed her head against an iron bed and knocked her
out cold. Her cell-mate, Alice Cosu, thought Lewis was dead and suffered a heart attack.
Additional affidavits describe the guards grabbing, dragging, beating, choking, slamming,
pinching, twisting and kicking the women.

Thus unfolded the 'Night of Terror' on Nov. 15, 1917, when the warden at the Occoquan

Workhouse in Virginia ordered his_guards to teach a lesson to the suffragists imprisoned there.
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And by the end of the night, they were barely alive. Forty prison guards wielding clubs and their
warden's blessing went on a rampage against the 33 women wrongly convicted of 'obstructing
sidewalk traffic.'

They beat Lucy Burns, chained her hands to the cell bars above her head and left her hanging for

the night, bleeding and gasping for air.

When one of the leaders, Alice Paul, embarked on a hunger strike, they tied her to a chair, forced
a tube down her throat and poured liquid into her until she vomited. She was tortured like this
for weeks until word was smuggled out to the press.

For weeks, the women's only water came from an open pail. Their food--all of it colorless slop-
-was infested with worms.
This is the story of our Grandmothers and Great-grandmothers; they lived only 9o years ago.

HBO's movie 'ITron Jawed Angels' is a graphic depiction of the battle these women waged so that
I could pull the curtain at the polling booth and have my say. How many of us need the

reminder?

So, refresh my memory. Some women won't vote this year because--why, exactly?
We have carpool duties? We have to get to work? Our vote doesn't matter? It's
raining?

Voting often felt more like an obligation than a privilege.
Sometimes it was inconvenient.

One woman who saw the HBO movie was angry with herself. 'One thought kept coming back to
me as I watched that movie,' she said. "'What would those women think of the way I use, or don't

use, my right to vote? All of us take it for granted now, not just younger women, but those of us
who did seek to learn.' The right to vote, she said, had become valuable to her 'all over again.'

I recommend you gather friends and family members and watch it — either on one of the nights
it will show on HBO or rent/buy the DVD. We are not voting in the numbers that we should be —
maybe a little shock therapy is in order. It is jarring to watch Woodrow Wilson and his cronies
try to persuade a psychiatrist to declare Alice Paul insane so that she could be permanently
institutionalized. And it is inspiring to watch the doctor refuse. Alice Paul was strong, he said,
and brave. That didn't make her crazy. The doctor admonished the men: 'Courage in women is
often mistaken for insanity.'

We need to get out and vote and use this right that was fought so hard for by
these very courageous women. Whether you vote democratic, republican or
independent party - remember to vote.

Nominees will be listed on the National Women's History Project website, and will be included
in curriculum materials designed for elementary school teachers, MacGregor said.

"We supply elementary, middle and high school teachers across the U.S., with up-to-date
materials they can use to engage their students in classroom discussions of science, social
studies, history and other subjects," said MacGregor. "This allows teachers to have local
resources and it gives teachers a way to include real, living women in their academic
discussions."

The National Women's History Project, based in Santa Rosa, Calif., has been supplying
curriculum materials on women's history to teachers and school districts across the nation since

Our attraction is mutual and we soon became an “item.” Rather than being a classic example of
a “casting couch,” he turns out to be more concerned with his reputation than my education and
bends over backwards to not cast me in the plays even though there are several parts I'm perfect

for. So much for my education or his mentoring abilities.

So one day, I'm at my house which I share with 2 other young women. He calls and says he’s got
some bad news. He’s got gonorrhea and by “extension,” I probably do too. I'm hurt, stunned and
scared. This is way before instant research and I can’t just “google” to find out if gonorrhea is
going to kill, sterilize or drive me mad.

“T'll be right over to take you to the clinic. The county law requires that I make sure you get
treated,” he says.

Fifteen minutes later, I hear him honk outside. Classy.

I go out and he’s got a borrowed station wagon with two other girls in the car. Girls that I know.
Girls in the drama department. Girls who presumably also have swapped fluids with him and
may be carrying his bacteria.

So stunned, I did not have anything to say in the moment. Instead, I dutifully get into the “clap
mobile” and go to the VD clinic with them.

Ooooh, the things I coulda, shoulda, woulda said if I'd been thinking straight.

You can see what the tone is, here right? “Stupidist,” sexist, racist, job interview and dating
anecdotes are of particular interest to me for this project.

The contributor will need to sign a waiver and agreement that the material
may be edited or perhaps not used at all.
